� All the 1610 part-books have bibit, a Latin error arising from confusion with the other, correct, futures ending in -it.


� filiæ in the Vulgate; filia in the tenor part-book and correct in a Marian context; Nigra = suntanned: cf.the Black Madonna.


� The Eastern Gate of Jerusalem faces the Mount of Olives.


� introduxit in the tenor part-book; introducta in the quintus; -cta is the more correct.


� hominis in the tenor part-book; hominem in the quintus; -nes (meaning men or mankind) would be correct.


� emittet in the cantus part-book; -it elsewhere.


� Mutans nomen can mean, just as in English, to rearrange the letters (Eva to Ave), or to “give a new name” as in redemption.


� In some modern editions Trinus, which is in all the part-books, has been changed unnecessarily to Tribus.
